Call to Order:
The Chair, Chris Van Vorst, called the meeting of the City of Rensselaer Planning Commission to order at 6:30PM.  Roll call was taken and quorum determined.
Adoption of Past Meeting Minutes
A motion by George Farrell was made to approve prior meeting minutes, seconded by Lynn Feltus.  The minutes were adopted.
Communications
Director of Planning addressed the public on meeting with UW/Marx on design of esplanade.
Old Business

17-19 Second Ave.-Kyaw “Joe” Myint - The Assistant Director explains the update to the last site plan with new image with display of trash and parking on the street. Site plan also displays where the signs will be displayed and size of signs.

The chair was concerned with smell from restaurant and asked about the exhaust. Mr. Myint addressed the question with explanation of plans from engineer. The chair was also concerned about trash. Mr. Myint addressed trash concern with images of where the trash will be stored in a 4’x 10’ container and two other containers with covers. There was also a concern about trash with regards to the business next door. The chair went down the check list in regards to drainage, water, and landscaping. Mr. Myint addressed issue about signage that was discussed at prior meeting. Mr. Myint stated that sign will be 9’ x 2’ or 8’ x 1.5’. The chair also questioned about lighting of signage. Mr. Myint addressed light being on 24 hours and agreed to have sign that he turns on and off during business hours. Mr. Ahlemeyer made a motion to approve with condition that Mr. Myint takes care of trash issue. Trash needs to be put in a sealable container, maintained on property in an acceptable location and removed in a timely manner. Light must be off during nonbusiness hours. Motion was seconded by Lynn Feltus and approved by those present.

New Business

259 Partition St. Extension- Kelly and Dunn- Dunn has addressed the board about a possible subdivision of 46 acres that has been in the family since 1860. There are six brothers and sisters, 18 grandchildren and his father and Aunt that currently live on the property. They are looking to do some estate planning and wish to do a three lot subdivision. George Farrell motioned for the subdivision. Motion was seconded by Bridget Swick and approved by those present.

78 Broadway. - Don Moore was not present and Daniel Berheide presented to the board about removal of front porch and replace front stairs in the historic district. Daniel had quoted the city historian that the iron railings and post are not characteristic of that era but still attractive. The chair has stated that she prefer that Mr. Moore use the wooden spindles. Christine VanVorst made motion to approve as long as Mr. Moore agrees to use wooden spindles. Motion was seconded by Bridget Swick and approved by those present.
